And since this is the first time we've had the garden in good weather (the Pavilion was
dedicated in October), this is also the first time we've been able to have the garden open to
the public on a daily basis. Each weekday, during our Open Doors Ministry, we will now be
welcoming the public to visit the garden from 11 to 2.
