And this year, Grace Church 
parishioner Dave Seifert attended as a lay 
deputy from Rhode Island. 
 
The convention acted on a record number 
of resolutions. These included approving a 
way for all Episcopalians to be married by their priests in their home churches, and adoption 
of a plan for liturgical and prayer book revision to create new liturgical texts while continuing 
to use the 1979 Book of Common Prayer. 
  
On Sunday, September 16, at 9:00am in the Chafee Room, please attend a discussion led by 
Dave Seifert highlighting the important developments from General Convention, and hear his 
first-hand account of the experience.

Wheelchair Access and Accessible Parking: Please find convenient accessible in the Grace 
Church parking lot with access from Snow Street. The new wheelchair ramp connects directly 
from the lot, and you will enter through the new reception entrance of The Pavilion and into 
the church at ground level.
